Much like the game of chess or go, the game strategy
honed the skills of Hawaiian warriors including
Kamehameha the Great. Instead of carving out a flat
stone, we have a laminated, tapa-patterned board to play
on. Kupuna plans on expanding the line to add games
from our immigrant cultures. 

We also carry a great line of activity and story books
for different ages, musical instruments, paper dolls, plush
animals, playing cards, and more.
