Kui - Material strung together through the center or side.

Haku - Braided flowers, leaves, or fruit to a three-strand plait of fern, ti leaves, hau fiber, et
Hili - A single plant material braided together, e.g. pala‘a.

Humupapa - Floral material sewn to a foundation of dried banana, lauhala or other materia ™
Kipu‘u - The stems of leaves are knotted together to make a chain. 4
Wili - Plant materials are placed on a backing of ti leaf, lauhala, or other suitable rederial
wound with fiber or thread around the plant material and backing.

3) Only natural plant materials may be usedtimited to flowers, leaves, stems, roots and fruits. (artificial,
artificially treated or colored natural materials are not acceptable)
4) Any lei containing endangered plants will be disqualified This also includes the use of mokihana anc
maile. The museum encourages the traditional of lei making as well as the conservation and protection of native
plants and places.
5) Lei must be wearableNeck Leimust be untied and have hanging loops on either end. The length, not-incl
ing loops, must be between 36 and 38 inches léagLei must be between 22 and 24 inches long not including ties
If you would like to display your lei on a hat provide one with your name & phone number attached. The hat will
returned but museum not responsible for it.
