Discover some of the innovative methods of making lei.
Kui - Material strung together through the center or side.
Haku - Braided flowers, leaves, or fruit to a three-strand plait of fern, ti leaves, hau fiber, etc
Hili - A single plant material braided together, e.g. pala‘a.
Humupapa - Floral material sewn to a foundation of dried banana, lauhala or other materials
Kipu‘u - The stems of leaves are knotted together to make a chain.
Wili - Plant materials are placed on a backing of ti leaf, lauhala, or other suitable material
and wound with fiber or thread around the plant material and backing.

All proceeds: admission, donations, and gift shop sales go towards
assisting the Kaua'‘i Museum in its mission to perpetuate the
culture and history of Kaua'i.
